AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL
TO ANNEX CERTAIN PROPERTIES INTO THE CITY OF SANDERSVILLE, GEORGIA, UNDER THE 100% METHOD AND TO ASSIGN ZONING CLASSIFICATIONS TO SAID PROPERTIES 


	WHEREAS, the Mayor and City Council of the City of Sandersville, Georgia, have received a petition for annexation for certain property contiguous to the City boundary, under the 100% method of annexation; and,

	WHEREAS, the application has been reviewed and found by the Mayor and City Council to be in order and in the best interest of the City of Sandersville, Georgia, and its citizens; and, 
                                             
	WHEREAS, the Mayor and City Council have conducted duly noticed public hearings on the zoning classifications which should be assigned to said properties if they are annexed;

	NOW, THEREFORE, THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SANDERSVILLE, GEORGIA, HEREBY ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS: 

SECTION ONE

1.	Willard Thomas Cowart having petitioned for the annexation of property Tax Parcel 110A 050B, and being more formally described as Proposed Parcel 0.88 acres on that plat attached hereto as Exhibit A and said property being contiguous with the City limits, and the Mayor and City Council finding that it is in the best interests of the City that said property be annexed, the said property is hereby annexed into the City of Sandersville, Georgia.

2.	The said property having been annexed and the owner thereof having requested a R-2 zoning classification under the City’s Zoning Ordinance, and the Mayor and City Council having found that the R-2 zoning classification is suited to such property and it is in the best interests of the City of Sandersville, Georgia, that said property be assigned the R-2 zoning classification, the said .88 acre subject parcel is hereby zoned R-2 and the Official Zoning Map of the City of Sandersville shall be amended to show that said property is designated R-2. 


SECTION TWO


1.	In the event that any section of this ordinance is found to be unlawful, invalid, unconstitutional or overbroad, it is the intent of the Mayor and City Council that it be severed, and the remaining portions remain in full effect as if they had been adopted independently of the severed section.

2.	Except for purpose where General Law expressly establishes the effective date, which shall control for such purposes, the effective date of this ordinance shall be the first day of July, 2024.
