A RESOLUTION OF SUPPORT FOR 2025 SPLOST INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT AND THE SPLOST ELECTION IN WASHINGTON COUNTY

WHEREAS, O.C.G.A. § 48-8-110 et seq. (the "Act") authorizes the levy of a one percent County Special Purpose Local Option Sales Tax (the "SPLOST") within the special district of the County for the purpose of financing capital outlay projects for the use and benefit of the County and qualified municipalities within the County; and

WHEREAS, the County and qualified Municipalities were invited to meet to discuss possible projects for inclusion in the SPLOST referendum on the 18th day of March, 2025 in conformance with the requirements of O.C.G.A. § 48-8-111(a); and

WHEREAS, it is the intention of the County and all the municipalities to comply in all respects with 
O.C.G.A. § 48-8-110 et seq. and all provisions of this Agreement shall be construed in light of O.C.G.A. § 48-8-110 et seq.; and 
WHEREAS, the CITY of SANDERSVILLE will greatly benefit from an affirmative vote for SPLOST in 2025 since this will finance upcoming needed capital projects. 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and City Council of the CITY OF SANDERSVILLE, Georgia as follows: 


Section 1.  The City of SANDERSVILLE agrees to maintain accurate records concerning the receipt of SPLOST proceeds and expenditures for each project undertaken by the City as required to comply with O.C.G.A. § 48-8-110 et seq .


Section 2.  The City of SANDERSVILLE agrees to create a special fund to be designated as the 2025 SANDERSVILLE Special Purpose Local Option Sales Tax Fund.  The City shall select a financial institution which shall act as a depository and custodian of the SPLOST proceeds received by the City with such terms and conditions as may be acceptable to the Municipality.

Section 3.  The City of SANDERSVILLE does hereby declare its full support for the SPLOST intergovernmental agreement entered into by Washington County and the City of Sandersville and does hereby declare that the SPLOST projects will be beneficial to Washington County and to the seven qualified municipalities in Washington County including the CITY OF SANDRSVILLE
Section 4.  This Resolution shall be and remain effective from and after its date of adoption.
